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The Criminal Liability of the Medical
Violence in Outpatient Clinic
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Outpatient clinic is one of the main places where medical

practice occurs. Compared with emergency room and
ward, it is private and non-public, and it also affects the
identification of medical violence. This article introduces
the situation of violence in clinic with a designed case, and
analyzes the constituent elements of the “crime that hinder
the execution of medical practices” in the current medical
law, as well as the identification of flagrante delicto and the
obligations of the police for medical violence.
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
