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The Impact of the New Institution of the Criminal
Expert Examination on Medical Criminal Proceedings
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The norms for the examination of criminal experts were

one of the topics of the National Conference on Judicial
Reform in 2017, and after 6 years, a new institution has
finally emerged. The originally expected examination

institution, according to which the defendant could
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authorise a private expert for the examination, was changed
to the authorisation of a private institute as an examination
expert. Regarding the written expert opinion, it was
expected that the expert examiner could appear in court
and be cross-examined. However, this would only happen
in exceptional cases. As expert testimony is widely used in
medical litigation, it would be necessary to understand it

and realise the effect that the new institution could have.
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
