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The Clinical Discretion Right of Doctors
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According to Article 82 of the Medical Care Act and

practical interpretations, a substantial judgment is made by

the doctor when they take into account additional medical
risks and determine whether performing certain medical
procedures has a major impact on the illness. This is true
even if there is a reasonable probability of therapeutic
benefit in performing specific medical procedures in a
particular case. The physician’s clinical discretion should
be respected by the court, even if there is room for some

level of discretionary judgment.
