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The Burden of Proof in
Medical Tort Liability Lawsuits
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According to the Article 277 of Civil Procedure Law, the
burden of proof lies on the person who is making the claim
in medical tort liability cases, but the burden shifts to the

defendant as courts find that it is manifestly unfair to the
patient. Res ipsa loquitur doctrine is not adopted in this
case to shift the burden of proof to the defendant.
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
