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The Necessity of Amending Article 12 of the Physical
Therapists Act - Focusing on Constitutional Review
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The Physical Therapists Act requires physical therapists

to previously obtain a medical diagnosis, referral, or
prescription before practicing. The severe restriction of

the practice of physical therapists is different from other
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“medical personnel” regulations that allow the personnel
to partly practice their duty. From the perspective of
“equality” and “restriction of the right to work,” I first
evaluate whether the current law is unconstitutional, and
subsequently, reply to the objections of the anti-amendment

practitioners from the standpoint of the draft amendment.
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
