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activities come from. However, the online forum’s
questions and answers don’t meet the preceding provisions
and should be in violation of the Physicians Act. It is
important to note that video consultation is inherently in
conflict with the physician’s obligation to diagnose in-
person medical treatment. In order to ensure the quality
of medical treatment and maintain the doctor-patient
relationship, the video consultation should still be under

reasonable restrictions.
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
