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The Development of Long-term Care
Policies and Legislation in Taiwan
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This article examines the development of long-term
care policies and legislation in Taiwan, starting from
the promulgation and implementation of the Elderly
Welfare Act in 1980, when there was no idea of long-
term care. In response to the aging population, social
welfare associations advocated amendments to the Elderly
Welfare Act to include long-term care institutions into the
law. Regrettably, in 1998, a fire occurred in a residential
care center in Zhonghe, Taipei County, killing 11 elderly
people. This aroused the attention of government and
worries of small residential care centers. The government
then started up the legalization process of unregistered
small residential care centers; at the same time, it began to
propose long-term care programme. The Executive Yuan
launched a three-year pilot project to build a long-term
care system in 1999. However, as soon as the Democratic
Progressive Party came to power in 2000, it was faced with
the Internet bubble and sluggish economic development,
so plans for long-term care and welfare industrial
development were released. Under the anticipated pressure
of an aging population, the Executive Yuan passed a Ten-
year Long-term Care Plan in 2007. Unfortunately, the
ruling party alternation in 2008. The Kuomintang proposed
the establishment of long-term care insurance, which
procrastinated the implementation of the Ten-year Long-term
Care Plan. In 2016, the Democratic Progressive Party came

back to power and promoted the Ten-year Long-term Care
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Plan 2.0 to catch up. The Ten-year Long-term Care Plan 2.0

will end in 2026 and will advance to long-term care 3.0.
