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The Angle Health Law Review was first published in
July 2016 and has been continuously issued as a monthly
journal. The upcoming February 2025 issue will mark its
100th edition. In response to this milestone, this article
organizes the content of the the Angle Health Law Review
into three main categories and 20 topics. In the category of
Doctor-Patient Relationship, we focus on the interactions
between hospitals, medical professionals, and patients, with
an emphasis on clinical settings. In the Pharmaceutical,
Food, and Biotechnology category, we compare the pre-
and post-market monitoring systems for pharmaceuticals,
vaccines, medical devices, cosmetics, and food products.
Additionally, we have developed specialized, dedicated,
and responsive systems for both infectious and non-
infectious diseases. In the Rights and Systems category,
we strive to achieve the highest standards of health
human rights through the administration of benefits that
reflect the social state’s principles. Looking back at these
three categories, we observe the point, line, and surface
development in the field of medical law. At its core, the
value lies in “health safety” built upon economic security,
medical security, and autonomous security, which ensures
that everyone can navigate the life cycle of birth, aging,
illness, and death. Finally, the article boldly speculates that
the field of medical law may have sufficient potential to

evolve into a “Health Law” as a departmental constitution.
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
