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The revised Physician Act, which was promulgated and

implemented on January 16, 2002, clearly distinguishes

between physician discipline, which is handled by the
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Physician Discipline Committee, and administrative
penalties, which are handled by the competent authority.
The two have different constituent elements and liability
requirements, and their organization and procedures are
also different. This article introduces and analyze the
Supreme Administrative Court's judgment No. 772 of 2022
to explain how to apply two different types of physician

penalties in specific cases.
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
