The Supreme Administrative Court once again affirmed
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the legality of the internship qualifications for foreign
medical and dental degrees. Following the reasoning
of J.Y. Interpretation No. 750 and the administrative
court’s accumulated proposition, the judgment—viewed
from the strictest perspective of positive law—shows no
apparent flaws. However, broader policy implications are
involved, and the issue remains unresolved, in spite of the
efforts on institutional reforms and litigations for more
than two decades. This article reinterprets the normative
standards of Taiwan’s administrative law through the
lens of administrative due process. It urges the competent
authorities to reconsider their choice of decision-making
procedures and suggests that judicial review, while
respecting the boundaries of separation of powers, can
serve to enhance the quality of administrative decision-
making. This article aims to offer an alternative perspective

for both administrative practice and legal reasoning.
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
